and Diocesan Policy: 

For First Communion 

Diocese of Youngstown Policy states: 

"Normally children baptized as infants are to celebrate First 

Eucharist after two years of catechesis." 

Parents of students preparing for First Reconciliation and 

First Eucharist will have two meetings, one before the 

celebration of each sacrament.  These meetings will be on 

Wed. Nov. 19 and March 4.  Both will occur during regular 

CCD times at the school. 

The celebration of the sacrament of Reconciliation will be 

Dec. 10 and First Eucharist will be April 12 

For Confirmation 

Diocese of Youngstown Policy states:"Students invited will 

have been in a catechetical learning environment prior to 

and including grade 8. The pastor will have the final 

responsibility in determining, within diocesan guidelines, 

the readiness of the candidate to celebrate the sacrament."
